Montreuil was once a sugar and cocoa
estate, with ruins dating to the French
period. A large Amerindian village was
also here, with artifacts dating from

AD 750 through European contact. The
Montreuil site is one of just-a few inland
villages known (most of the other 90
sites are on the coast)! The occupants of
this site were likely responsible for the
rock art at Mt. Rich.
